D. Operationinstruction

1. Power on/ off
Press “O " key toturnthe unit on, and long
press on the “O " key to turn the unil off

2. Backlight
In turning on, short press onthe “¢ " key to
activate the backlight.

3. Temperature unit switch
Short presson ““C/'F " key to switch the
temperature unit between Celsius and
Fahrenheit.

4. Reading lock
Shortpress on "TEM HOLD" key to lock or unlock
the temperature reading

Repeatedly press the “Tem Max Min key to show the
maximum/average/minimum/current temperature
readings in turn, Repeatedly press the RH Max Min
key to show the maximum/minimum/current relative
humidity readings in turn.

3. Interface selaction

Long press RH MAX MIN key until REC/READ/!
DEL flashes at one time or one of the above
characters flashes. Short press *C°F key toone
interlace said above and short press RH MAX
MIN to confirm the inledface selected.

REC/READ/DEL flashing at a time indicates the
normal measuring interface, and short press on RH
MAX MIN keyto confirm entering into the interface
with the flashing character disappearing,

REC flashing indicates aulomalic record
interface and the time interval of record appears

at the bottom of the LCD and *RH MAX MINT

icon displays on LCD. Use up/down key to
increase or decrease the time interval setfing
(interval unit is sacond). Short press on RH MAX
MIN key to confirm automatic record interface with
the REC character displaying and the relative
humidity value re-appears at the bottom of the LCD
and the values will be recorded at the interval preset.
Inthe automatic record interface, the interval time
will display ina short time while using the up/down
key to adjust the time interval and after that the relative
humidity value re-appears on the LCD. {up to 804

READ flashing indicates data access interface and
the value at the bottom of the LCD is the number of the
datato beread. Short press on RH MAX MIN key to
enter into dala access interface with the READ character
displaying en LCD and the relative humidity dala
re-displays al the bottom of the LCD; al this time
when using up/down Key to adjust the number o
retflevi the other data saved. The data number
appears in a short time while the upidown key is in
aperation and then the unil reslore relative humidity
display.

DEL flashing indicales interface of deleting data
récorded and the number at the boltom of the LCD
is the data to be delsted. |t displays “--- "if there
i no data saved then, Short press on RH MAX MIN
kay is to enter into deleting data interface. the DEL
character shows on LCD with humidity value at the
bottom of the LCD. Select the number of the data to
be deleted with up/down key. There iz a shorl fime
display of the number of the data fo be delsted once
the up/down key is pressed. and then the humidity
value display re-displays, Short press on "O°F key is
to delete the data of selected number. Long press on
CFF key will delete all the data recorded, and “0°
will display at the bottom of the LCD in & short time
and then ~--- ° replace il al that position,

10. Blue Tooth communication
This unit is capable of communicating with mobile
phone, send the just-in-time data and data recorded
tomobile phone. An icon will display once the blue
tooth connection is set up and the icon flashes in
process of communication between the mobile
phene and the unit. An blue teoth icon will display
when the blue tooth connection Is set up and
flashes in process of communication,

After power on, there is an icon denoting automatic
power off appearing at the top left corner, and the
unit will power off automatically if there is no any
further operation an the key within 2 minutes. If you
want to delete this function, long press the "0FF key
and power on the unit at the same time until the
icon of automatic power off is on, then release
the key and the icon disappears indicating the
automalic power off function is deleted.

If thera ia any error in BH readings, you may
press the RH Hold KEY to power on the until
the RH% appearing, then ralease the RH Hold
kiy with the humidity value o be calibraled
appearing on the top of the LCD and the value
after calibration appearing &t the bottom of the
LCD. Calibrate the value with up/down key and
confirm/save the calibration with presalng *CF
key with retuming to normal measuring interface.
